* Ratio of books per
child is drastically
depleted in low income
households
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First Book Reporty....

» Over 80% of pre-school
and after-school
programs serving
children from low
income families have
no age appropriate
books for their children
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Why Leawn to-read
eawly?

» Two thirds of students who
cannot read proficiently by the
end of the 4th grade will end
up in jail or on welfare. The
fourth grade is the watershed
year (Begin to Read)
